Dear Community,

Our theme for this year’s report is “Blueprints for Our
Community’s Future” so fittingly we pay tribute to a
man who not only left behind a physical legacy in so
many of our public and private buildings, but who also
had the foresight to create an endowment that is build-
ing the future of the Keweenaw even now. Taking our
inspiration from “Winks” Gundlach’s example, we’d
like to share with you some of what we’ve built together
in 2016 as a blueprint for where we plan to go in 2017.

One key component of this “blueprint for the fu-
ture” is our new web site, keweenawgives.org. Now we
have a place to tell the stories for each of our funds so
that the larger community can see the good work these
funds are doing. The website also aids the fundraising
and grant application process and includes a page where
every press release about a donor function, a new en-
dowment, or a grant award can be found.

Along with telling our all-important donor stories,
our new website includes a Planned Giving section
(www.keweenawlegacy.org) which provides visitors and
potential donors with all the information and tools they
need to make a planned gift to KCF—from a will plan-
ner, to various calculators that aid in financial decisions
around planned giving.

One of the blue prints that’s still in the design
stage is KCF’s grant application for the MacArthur
Foundation’s first ever $100 Million & Change Grant.
Houghton and Keweenaw counties suffer from the
highest electric rates on the U.S. mainland inhibiting

economic development and contributing to endemic
poverty. KCF’s grant proposal calls for replacing our
out-of-state, fossil fuel-based electric infrastructure
with a renewable energy smart grid based on durable
local resources of wind, solar, and biomass assets. This
grant proposal, whether it wins the coveted prize or not,
has already garnered considerable regional attention
and can serve as a blueprint to help move our region’s
economy forward.

The non-profits that KCF supports do vital work
in our community, and in 2016, 226 of you gave over
$300,000 to support this work through KCF. Impressive
numbers that we know we can build on in 2017.

So thank you. Thank you for giving to the
Keweenaw Community Foundation when there are
many other demands on your resources. Thank you for
making philanthropy a priority. Thank you for trusting
us with your gifts. Together we will continue to make
Keweenaw and Houghton counties a better place.

alone has granted over $150,000 in funds since its inception.

Through our Youth Advisory Council, we strengthen the lead-
ership and charitable commitment of youth in our communi-
ty by providing opportunities to develop solutions to serious
problems. Over the last year, these students awarded $30,200
to 16 local organizations, partnered with 31 Backpacks to help
183 students from Copper Country schools receive books for
the holidays, winterized multiple homes with the Houghton
Energy Efficiency Team, and had six students attend the 2016
State Youth Grantmakers’ Conference. We couldn’t be prouder
of the work YAC does for the commumty'

First, identify a need—

According to the 2010 US census, skateboarding has
over 8 million participants, outranking hockey, skiing,
and, in kids aged 6-17, it even outranks little league
baseball. Despite these massive numbers, there is no
sanctioned place to skate in Houghton or neighboring
Hancock, leaving local skaters with few if any options.

In its 2014 update to its Master Plan, the City of Hough-
ton identified a skate park as a targeted project to be
constructed by 2018. The skatepark is also recognized
in the city’s Recreation Plan.

In 2015, a group of community leaders started work on
a common goal to construct a public concrete skatepark
in Houghton, Michigan. The group’s plan was to build
a phase-centric park, with the first phase covering ap-
proximately 3,200 square feet and costing $125,000. The
City of Houghton has committed to donating a parcel of
the East Houghton Waterfront Park for the skatepark,
and the Tony Hawk Foundation selected the Hough-
ton Skatepark Project as one of its Summer 2016 Tony
Hawk Foundation Skatepark Grant recipients, grant-
ing $10,000 to help create a safe skatepark in Houghton.
Additionally, KCF granted $3,000 through our Ber-
nadette Yeoman-Oullette’s Funding Youth Initiatives
endowment and Neuvokas, manufacturer of GatorBar
rebar out of Ahmeek, Michigan, has committed to a
discount on rebar as well as a $1,000 monetary dona-
tion. The committe estimates the Neuvokas donation
value at $6,500 toward the final fundraising goal.

LOOKING AROUND THE WORLD—and sometimes
even looking at our small corner of the world here in the
Keweenaw—it’s easy to think we live in cynical times. All the
more reason to celebrate the life of Herman “Winks” Gund-
lach Jr., a business man who cared about the positive impact
he had on the community he lived in and loved.

As the head of Gundlach Construction, “Winks” had a
hand in building many of the permanent structures we see
around us: school buildings, performing arts centers, civic
spaces. But we here at KCF would argue that his greatest
impact is still being felt today through the endowment he
provided for the future good.

Upon his death at age 91 in 2005, the Herman Gundlach
Fund was created to continue his legacy of giving back to
the community. Originally, $30,000 was earmarked for the
2016 period of funding, but after receiving the applications,
the Gundlach family decided to fund all 17 local organiza-
tions’ projects with a grant amount totaling $69,531.

“Winks could never have turned down or chosen among
any of these worthy causes,” they responded. And our com-
munity is better for his generosity.

ENVIRONMENT YOUTH RECREATION

In 2016, one example of a Field of Interest Fund that is making a difference in our community is our Keween-
aw Cross Country Endowment which recently awarded funding to the Keweenaw Nordic Ski Club to help defray
the cost of purchasing a new snowmobile for cross country ski trail grooming and track setting. Keweenaw Nor-
dic Ski Club’s mission is to promote the sport of cross-country skiing in the Keweenaw Peninsula for both youth
and adults and to provide stewardship of the Maasto Hiihto and Churning Rapids trails. KNSC is committed to
ensuring trails will always be usable year round for silent sports. To accomplish their mission eftectively requires
an enormous investment, both in paid and volunteer labor, and especially in equipment, tools, and supplies. This
grant from our endowment is already helping them fulfill that mission.

Other organizations that were granted funds from this Field of Interest Endowment in 2016 include Swedetown
Trails for grooming equipment and Ski Tigers for new race suits for competition. Outdoor winter recreation is im-
portant to all sectors of our community, young and old, visitor and year-round resident and we’re particularly grat-
ified that KCF funds are playing a part in keeping everyone out on the trails.
