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FIELD-OF-INTEREST FUNDS 
Donors who have a cause they wish to support, such as cross-country skiing, or the environment, 
but not a specific non-profit organization in mind, can set up a Field-of- Interest Fund at Keweenaw 
Area Community Foundation. Each year grants are made available from these funds where local 
non-profits, schools, municipalities, and religious organizations can submit applications to have their 
charitable programs and projects evaluated for funding. This year, we have approximately $80,000 
to distribute . Funding decisions for Fall 2022 are currently underway at the time of the publication of 
this document.
